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�e exquisite, beautiful Eden’s AngelsTM Collection
has its beginnings in the heart of the artist-
designer Christine – a talented Canadian artisan. 
It was her concept and drawings that grew into 
this remarkable line, and it is her guiding hand 
that oversees every phase from development 
to packaging. 

From her drawing pad, the Eden’s AngelsTM 
artwork is sent to the Master Sculptor, where 
each elegant piece begins to take form. In his 
hands, the clay comes to life, and an angel is 
born. �e sculpture moves along to a Master 
Mould Maker, where it is once again in the 
hands of a skilled artisan. 

Into the mould, a mixture of wood shavings, 
marble dust and porcelain is bonded with resin 
to fully emulate the clay original. Each tiny 
detail is finely etched, and the finishing touch 
is left to the painter, who meticulously adheres 
to the original artwork  and the sculpture with 
her delicate palette. 

�is painstaking handwork goes into each and 
every Eden’s AngelsTM creation. �us, each vignette 
is – in effect – an original. And as a result, no 
two pieces are exactly alike and that’s what makes 
each one so very special. �e differences are 
minute, but it is these differences that are 
cherished as the piece takes its place in the 
home and heart of the collector.
